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AFFORDABLE HOUSING 

IN WESTCHESTER COUNTY 
 In a settlement, hailed by the United States Department of Housing and 

Urban Development (HUD) as a “historic civil rights settlement”, the county 

government for Westchester County has agreed to spend $51.6 million to build 

750 affordable housing units that will primarily be offered to non-white minori-

ties. The settlement is the result of a federal lawsuit filed by the Anti-

Discrimination Center of Metro New York (ADC) against the county under the 

False Claims Act, which alleged that the county was negligent in its oversight of 

federal funds that it received from HUD for community development which 

stipulated that it “affirmatively further fair housing”.  The ADC suit which 

claimed $180 million in damages, also said the county failed to build affordable 

housing and reduce segregation in some of the more affluent communities. 

 At the September meeting of the Somers Board, Michael Kaplowitz and 

Peter Harckham, our representatives to the Westchester County Board of Legisla-

tors,  reported  that they will have to approve this settlement before they know 

the details of how it will be carried out.  The only other choice would be to try to 

fight it; the cost of losing would be something like $250 million! 

 No one knows at this point whether Somers would be effected by this.  

However, since Somers is already obligated to establish 222 units of Affordable 

Housing because of our obligations in acquiring Angle Fly, one can assume that 

Somers could be involved for quite a few units.  The new senior housing that is 

slated for Baldwin Place cannot be counted as part of this since they were “in the 

works” long before the new rulings. 

 According to this new legislation 630 of the 750 housing units must be 

built in communities which are less than 3% black and less than 7% Hispanic.  

The county will be required to market the homes “aggressively” to minorities, 

though federal law prevents them from being offered exclusively to certain races. 

 Prior to the settlement, the United States District Court for the Southern 

District of NY ruled that Westchester had failed to analyze the effect of race in 

relation to access to fair housing when it applied for HUD funds.  The county re-

distributed the federal funds to town and village governments, and the court con-

cluded it did so without ensuring that guidelines were being followed or consid-

ering where the affordable housing was being placed. 

 Westchester County admitted no wrongdoing and says it has “for many 

years considered the impact of race on affordable housing,” according to County 

Executive Andrew Spano.
